Business Meeting

Approval of the Minutes:

Treasurer’s Report:

President’s Report:

Kerri had posted the 2010-2011 President’s report on the WAPED site. The President’s report reviews the activities of the 2010-2011 Board. It also highlights accomplishments of the organization during the same time period. 

Old Business:

Member Survey Update

Bree Callahan described the member survey that was conducted in the Fall of 2010. She briefly outlined some of the themes that emerged from the survey. Kim Thompson mentioned that she has commented on the survey that she would like to see WAPED become more political. Perhaps form a political action committee. Ben Webinger said he would like to see pictures with the names on the WAPED site. He would like to see the list of names updated and he would like to see the history of WAPED added to the site. A discussion followed regarding Kim’s comments. She further explained that she was thinking more of an advocate role rather than a political committee. Kerri suggested that the Board be tasked with researching what the options might be. A few more comments followed and then Bree wrapped up the discussion by suggesting that if people wanted to discuss the survey or related issues further that they attend the public relations committee meeting tomorrow. 
Salome Heyward Proposal

Salome Heyward has proposed that for a $10,000 fee all WAPED members could have access for one year to her Disability Direct Response site and she would develop a series of webinars for WAPED. A discussion followed. One suggestion that emerged was that we ask her if she would be willing to develop some webinars that all the WAPED members could attended instead of WAPED paying for everyone to have access to a site that some members might use and some members might not. Another suggestion was that explore cultivating a similar relationship with OCR and see what they can do for us. Denny Reid motioned that we table this discussion and voting until tomorrow during the special session. Mari Breneman seconded. Kerri called for discussion. Motion carried.
Interpreter Position Paper
In the interest of time, Tami Jacobs moved that we table discussion of the Interpreter Position Paper until the Fall 2011 conference. Denny Reid seconded. Kerri called for discussion. Motion carried.
New Business:
AHEAD
Bree Callahan and Tami Jacobs briefly updated the membership on the opportunities and activities members of WAPED have the option of participating in this summer with AHEAD. Tami is recruiting volunteers and explained that AHEAD does offer a discounted registration for volunteers. Bree talked about the opportunities WAPED has to insert a welcome letter, sponsor a table, etc. She will be looking for ideas and will continue the discussion on the discussion list.   
Voting for the 2011-2012
Bill Culwell, the chair of the Nominations Committee outlined the WAPED voting guidelines and process. Bill called for nominations from the floor. Rosemary Loftis was nominated from the floor for the position two-year representative. Denny Reid moved to close the ballot with the current candidates. John Rajcich seconded. Discussion was called. Motion carried. 

Each candidate was asked to stand, introduce themselves and give a brief statement if they wished. Bill asked everyone to please fill out their ballots and he and other members of the nominations committee collected them. The results for the Board positions will be announced at the Awards Luncheon on Tuesday afternoon.
