· Adhoc committee on accommodation determination – Jon McGough would like to create this committee to create a report about the accommodation determination process. This is in reaction to the fact that Olympia is looking at legislating how we transfer accommodation determination from one school to another and telling us how to do that. This committee will look at documentation standards and best practices for determining accommodations and gather resources, looking at the types of programs students are enrolled in.
